Products and solutions create benefits for windows and doors

For Winkhaus, the construction trade fair “Batimat”, which will open its doors from 5th to 10th of November 2007, is one of the most important international exhibitions of the year. The German company, which specialises in fitting technology for windows and doors, is one of the market leaders in Europe and will be presenting products and solutions from both competency areas at the fair in Paris. “The Batimat creates new impetus for both the French and the entire European construction market,” says Timm Scheible, Sales Manager for Winkhaus. “In view of increasingly strong global networking within the construction industry, the international market continues to gain in importance.” Winkhaus generates 65 percent of its turnover outside of the German market. 

The fitting technology that Winkhaus will exhibit at the Batimat includes systems for small to large surface windows which offer window manufacturers real competitive advantages and provide the end customer with reliability and comfort. The modular construction approach and the wide variety of deployment possibilities of Winkhaus fittings simplify manufacturing processes, thereby increasing cost-effectiveness in window manufacturing. 

In addition, Winkhaus will be exhibiting the complete range of different application possibilities in the door technology competence area. Security door locking systems in the exhibited aluminium profiles clearly show that the usability of products from this segment exceeds the standards applicable to plastic. Reliability and long-life are emphasized just as much as flexibility and comfort. 

Extensive window product range

For windows, Winkhaus provides a differentiated product range which can be used for numerous applications - fittings for tilt and turn windows (autoPilot), casement windows (easyPilot), sliding patio doors (duoPort) and skylight windows (duoTop). The range also includes electronic monitoring systems for windows and facades. But this does not cover the complete variety of applications - heating systems, extractor hoods, burglary alarm systems and other switching and security devices can also be controlled via window contacts. 


High degree of security - even when airing

Due to the modular approach used by Winkhaus, windows can be provided with different security levels, ranging from non-inspected classes with double mushroom-head locking points, all the way to window elements with resistance class 3. Further options, such as drilling protection, window locks, opening and turn limiters or aeration facilities, offer window manufactures the possibility of fulfilling the individual requirements of their customers exactly. 

Room venting and aeration comfort are a component part of modern window technology. On the basis of Winkhaus tilt and turn fittings, the “parallel action” opening method is becoming established as an innovative, easy-to-use and secure option. The parallel action method which positions a window parallel to the window frame facilitates 30 percent air exchange per hour without the room cooling down as is the case with a tilted or turned window. 

As far as insurance is concerned, oxygen exchange using this method takes place with the window closed. This is because, in the event of an insurance claim, a window placed in parallel position using the autoPilot Comfort fitting is treated as if it were closed.
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Illustration: Due to the parallel action, the window sash provides fresh air through a six millimetre gap. All that needs to be done is to turn the window handle by 180 degrees. (01_Parallelabstellung.jpg)
Flexible – easyPilot for the French market

With its easyPilot Soleil system, Winkhaus provides fittings for casement windows which have been especially adapted to the French market. A new addition to this product line is a locking mechanism for casement doors with wooden, plastic and aluminium profiles. With the easyPilot Soleil fitting, virtually all handle positions are possible in addition to the pre-defined, fixed handle heights. This enables individual customer requirements to be accomodated.

Blue Motion – security door locking system with added comfort

An important component of the Winkhaus product range is the Blue Motion security door locking system. Security and comfort are the central criteria. With Blue Motion, doors can be opened and closed centrally, in the same way as in a car. In the event of a power cut or any other emergency situation, the doors can be opened mechanically from the inside and outside using a key or from the inside by means of a latch. 

A day/ night switch for doors which are used frequently is also contained in the standard locking system. A motor controls the latch in day mode, while all locking elements are operated in night mode. 

Patented solid metal swivel bolts claw deep into the keep rail and facilitate a burglary resistance and resistance class that exceeds the standard. As an option, the door can be controlled via transponders (non-contact key), remote radio operation (automotive central locking) or a key. Blue Motion can be fully integrated into existing locking systems and access control systems. Potential-free contact allows the door to be combined with, for example, intercom systems or card readers at no additional cost.
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Illustration: Blue Motion can be controlled from outside due to various different mechanisms such as remote radio operation and transponders, and it meets the most stringent comfort and security requirements. (03_Blue_Motion.jpg)

Automatic security door locking system 
Winkhaus supplies the EAV automatic security door locking system with motorised opening. In contrast to standard drop latches, two solid-steel swivel hook bolts are automatically extended each time a door is closed, and with their clawing action are deeply inserted behind the keep rail. The lock, which can be integrated into access control or intercom systems, is operated by a motor - either conventionally, on the inside (for instance via the door handle or also electronically by means of a switch), or on the outside by means of a reader and an identification medium, such as a Winkhaus BlueChip key. 
 
With EAV, you can leave the building without worrying about locking it. The swivel hook bolts are arrested when in a swivelled position, offering a very high level of resistance against attempts at forced entry. Additional protection is provided by the deadbolt of the main lock, which is brought into position by means of a key after the door has been pulled shut, thereby offering threefold security. The automatic locking system is also available as a mechanical version without the optional motorised opening function.
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Illustration: As opposed to conventional drop latches, two sturdy swivel hook bolts 

lock the door automatically.
